DECLARATION OF WENDY WALKER IN SUPPORT OF
PLAINTIFFS’ MOTION FOR SUMMARY JUDGMENT

I, WENDY WALKER, under oath and penalty of perjury, declare that the following
statements are true and correct based upon my personal knowledge:

1. I am a citizen of the United States of America and am over the age of eighteen.

2. I am a resident of the State of California, with my permanent residence being in
Brea, California.

3 I serve as Buyer at Biola University.

4, I have been employed by the University since September 11, 2006.

5. As part-of my compensation package, the University provides health insurance for
myeslf.

6. I believe, as a matter of Christian conviction, that God creates human beings in
His image. [ further believe that each and every human being, from the time of conception, has
dignity and is entitled to special protection.

T, I believe, as a matter of Christian conviction, that using abortifacient drugs and
devices like ella and Plan B is sinful and immoral. I would not use abortifacients.

8. [ do not want the University, the third-party administrator of its health plans, or

any other third party to give me and my family coverage of abortifacients in the form of
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promised payments. In fact, I object on religious grounds to having such a “benefit” foisted
upon me and my family.

9. My husband and I have three daughters, ages 22, 22 and 18. We have conveyed
our pro-life religious convictions to them. We do not want them to ever use abortifacient drugs
and devices. We do not want them to be given access to “free” drugs and devices that can
destroy human life in the womb. We strenuously object to the government’s effort to make those
drugs and devices available to our daughters.

10. I am grateful that Biola shares my pro-life religious convictions. I am glad to be
part of a community that consistently upholds its religious belief in the dignity and value of
human life.

11. I believe that attaching the availability of “separate payments™ for abortifacients
to the University’s health insurance plans undermines its efforts to foster a faithful community
and to be obedient to God’s standards. I object to the government’s intended interference with
the University’s efforts to encourage faithful adherence to share Christian principles among
faculty, staff, and students.

12.  Iam unaware of any instance in which a Biola employee or student ever
complained that the employee or student plan excluded abortifacients. No employee or student
has ever expressed a desire that these drugs and devices be added to the University’s plans.

13. Every Biola employee signs (as a part of the application process) and declares
agreement with Biola’s Doctrinal Statement and Standard of Conduct. Both of these documents
express the University’s commitment to the sanctity of life, which begins at conception and
rejects abortion as contrary to scripture. I do no know of any Biola employee who does not
agree and support the Doctrinal Statement and conduct standards.

14. Every Biola employee signs (and thereby declares agreement with) a “Statement
of Community Lifestyle,” which, among other things, expresses the University community’s

Christian pro-life beliefs. I am not aware of a single employee that rejects these pro-life beliefs.
